	Aim
	· To practise impromptu speaking
· To practise humorous speaking (acting)

· To practise speaking in pairs


	How it works
	Pre-meeting

1. Decide where the format is “Speaking in pairs” rehearsed, or
2. a duo, one with prepared information and one impromptu, or

3. Individual “antique and curio owners” with “dealer/experts” both impromptu
Instructions to the group

1. Bring an article to be valued to the meeting
Where it occurs in the meeting
PBC Forum used this concept first as Talking Point and realised its potential. It is excellent as an Open Session involving all members



	Tips
	· Acting is encouraged, eg, “amazement” when the final value is determined.
· Encourage spontaneity and a degree of “pretend” expertise. Have the real owner of the curio be the “valuer” and ask questions of the non-the-wiser person. Eg Coral owns a Toby jug of great value. She hands it to Merryl immediately prior to their turn to speak. Coral asks Merryl the history etc of the object, of which, of course Merryl must make up on the spot. Coral then, knowing the true history of the object, amazes Merryl by stating its story and ending with its value.
