	   A game-show speaking activity – (taken from the TV show)

	Aim
	·  A challenge with prepared and impromptu speaking


	How it works
	Brief overview:
· Select 3, 4 or 5 speakers. (4 works well)

· Appoint 2 or 3 judges. See score sheet (attached)

· Appoint an MC to link it all together

· Appoint a time keeper with a loud bell

· Appoint a Stage Manager to hand out impromptu topics at right time

· Each speaker is to prepare: 

· A self introduction on public speaking history – up to 1 min.

· A 3 minute speech, each with a different “purpose” (inform, narrate, motivate, sell an idea, raise consciousness, review, entertain, encourage debate), as per exercise on page 26 of Information Handbook. Everyone to have the same title/topic, eg Sport, or Travel. 

· Follow the order of speaking (attached)
Where it occurs in the meeting – the whole speaking program.

	Tips
	· Preparation is the key. Give each participant, speakers and judges the “Plan”. 
· Appoint a lively person as the MC. This is NOT a “Chairman” role.

· Advise the audience this is a TV show and they are the studio audience.

· Excellent for combined meeting with speakers from different Forums
· You may chose to give judges only certain aspects for comment

· Props: whiteboard to write up scores, judges at separate table, fun prize/trophy.

	Pitfalls 
	· Be firm with speakers regarding their choice of “purpose”.  
· Judges taking too long giving comments. Note very short times allowed.
· If only 2 judges it can be hard to reach a decision on best speaker, 3 allows more range in scoring.

	Possible Topics
	· Prepared speaking – use the exercise from page 26 of Information Handbook with a simple title/topic, eg sport, travel, health. This allows similarity but the different “purpose” ensures diversity of speeches.
· Prepared speeches could also be done with “contestants” selecting their own titles and not advising their “purpose”. 
· Impromptu speaking titles to be varied.

· MC talks with judges and asks for speaking tips, eg what makes a good speech?; what makes a bad speech?; any speaking tips?; etc. Each judge has about 20secs to respond. 

· Do a draw with contestants for speaking order
