	Concept
	A game-show style speaking activity

	Aim
	A challenge with prepared and impromptu speaking 

	How it works
	Overview:

· Round 1: All members to deliver prepared speeches using page 26 of Information Handbook with same Title/Topic but every speaker has a different “purpose”. Speeches each strictly one minute.

· Qualifiers for next round are decided by the Chairman taking into consideration content, presentation and timing closest to one minute, resulting in reducing the number of contestants by approx one third. 

· Round 2: Each Contestant has 10 seconds to introduce self using BIN (Background, Interest, Name) formula.

· Three qualifiers for next round decided by audience vote of thumbs up or thumbs down. 

· Round 3: Impromptu speaking using Past, Present, Future method, speak for 30 seconds. 

· Two qualifiers for next round decided by the audience vote of thumbs up or thumbs down.

· Round 4: Impromptu speaking using good Selling technique, to select from items on display on table (previously covered). 30 seconds.
· Winner decided by audience vote thumbs up or thumbs down.

· Chairman announces the winner and presents prize/trophy

· Acceptance speech by winner.

Where it occurs in the meeting – the whole speaking program

	Tips
	· Appoint an experienced member as Chairman who will advise the audience in a fun tone that his/her decision and vote counting is final
· Contestants asked to stand with back to the audience for “thumbs” voting

· Chairman be ready to make quick decisions if voting tied

· Chairman counts the “thumbs” voting and announces result
· Have a fun trophy

	Pitfalls 
	· Contestants seeing impromptu speaking items, keep them covered between final speakers.

· Contestants seeing “thumbs” voting. 

	Possible Topics
	· Prepared speeches work well with same title/topic and different “purpose”, eg sport, travel, health, music, etc
