	Concept
	Thank God You’re Here – an impromptu speaking exercise

	Aim
	To 
learn how to think and speak quickly on your feet

	How it works
	Pre-work: 
· Based on the TV series of the same name, scripts used from board game. 
· Brainstorm possible topics with another member. 
· Ask a member to prepare a scenario.
Instructions to the group: 

1. Two members participate in each set
2. The skit begins when the interviewee comes through the door, complete with provided props, and the waiting interviewer commences with “Thank God You’re Here…” and then continues a dialogue.
OR  
A scenario is given to the member who then speaks to it for 3 minutes without any further prompting or participation by others
Where it occurs in the meeting:–
· Wherever it suits, maybe at the start of the speaking programme as one 3 - 5 minute segment
· Could be the whole speaking programme with 3 or 4 different scenarios

	Tips
	· Each time this is conducted – it will increase the response and the interactive dialogue.  
· The interviewee may turn the question back on the interviewer – this increases the challenge for both parties

· Try having 3 or more interviewees (more heads may increase the witty repartee)

· Keep it fun
· Props e.g. Lab coat & plastic stethoscope for Doctor, etc…...  
· Can be the same characters & props or different scenarios.  

	Pitfalls 
	· Not strictly Public Speaking – a little drama called for, definitely sharpens ability to think on your feet, and produces much laughter.

	Possible Topics
	· Easy to adapt own script from the concept e.g. Shakespeare Theme, special Birthday, a bag of oranges, at a press conference, a rock star, what’s the big B on your shirt stand for, demand an apology, expedition leader, reveal a secret, a new father, etc
· Members may create scenarios which reflect issues specific to your Forum or community.
