	   Explore the possibilities within an Impromptu Speaking Workshop


	Aim
	· Encourage further development of Impromptu speaking skills
· Ensure all members participate


	How it works
	Overview
Members will be practicing their impromptu skills by speaking to:

· An item from a group of collected items

· A variety of written titles

· A combination of an item and a topic

· A number of different time frames which is changed throughout the meeting

Pre-meeting

1. Collect an assortment of interesting items – eg cookbooks novels, toys kitchen items, something pretty (scarf), medals, pin bookmarks etc
2. Prepare a list of impromptu topics on small pieces of paper. Some of these topics should have an extra direction ( e.g “your speech must include the word “music”, or “enormous”, “elephant” etc)
Instructions to the group

1.  All members must participate in the exercise
2. Explain PREP (Point, Reason, Example, Point). All speakers must use this formula

3.  Point out each of the selected items laid on the table
4. Hand out topics on paper

5. Have time limit – maybe 1 minute. Then extend  to 2 minute speeches part way through

Help to get started

· Select an item and demonstrate speaking about it using PREP
· Asks who wants to go next
· Once 2 or 3 people have responded, switch tack by asking someone to respond to their written topic
· Once 2 or 3 people have responded, change again by asking the next speaker to combine an article from the table and a written topic

· Ask if anyone wishes to respond to a previous speaker
Where it occurs in the meeting
 Speaking section

	Tips
	·  Have an interesting lot of items
· If you can create a lot of written topics, give each pers 2 so that they have a choice

	Pitfalls 
	·  Some members may not do very well. Help them along and invite them to try again with a different object


	Possible Topics
	· Gardening
· Where do you buy your meat? Why?

· Weather – and your speech must include the word “elephant”

· Life can be Lonely for….and your speech must include the word “prediction”

· You are trying to return a swearing parrot to a shonky pet shop owner

· Propose a way to eliminate all air pollution in this country within the next 30 days

· Telemarketing … and your speech must include the word “prediction”

· Take something from your handbag and “sell” it to the group… and your speech must include the word “trust”
